The Town of Drumheller’s Land Use Bylaw, Part 7, Section 41 
Fences and Hedges states:
• In a residential district, a fence or hedge located within a rear 
or side yard of a lot shall not exceed 1.8m (6 ft.) in height.
• In a residential district, a fence or hedge located within the 
front yard of a lot shall not exceed 1.2m (4 ft.) in height.
• In a residential district, a fence or hedge located within a cor-
ner lot shall not exceed 0.91m (3 ft.) in height in the front yard.
• Swimming pools shall be fenced with a minimum height of 
2m (6 ft.) and a maximum height of 2.5m (8 ft.) to the satisfac-
tion of the Development Offi  cer.
• Materials used to construct fences can be wood, brick, stone, 
concrete, or metal.  Barbed wire and electric fences are not per-
mitted in residential areas.
